· Neighborhood Clean-up Review – 39th & Greenmount Update
Thanks to: Colleen (#36), Laura (#16), Michael and Phil (#25) and all others that contributed independently
The cleanup took 2.5 hours this year which is a huge improvement from when we first started this project 6 years ago. As some will remember, we spent two days getting the courts spruced up with about 12 residents each day. Back then, there were properties that we needed to care for and we had several more leased properties that housed tenants with much less focus on caring for their homes. This has all changed in the past couple years and the efforts each of us put into cleaning up on a day-to-day basis is the reason for a much easier clean-up effort. Thank to all!

Also, the sidewalk along 39th St has been fully cleared and is now passable. Thanks goes to Tiffany James of the Mayor’s Office of Neighborhoods.
· YCoG Signs Completed - New hooks installed on signs –
This was completed during the annual clean-up.

· Court #2 Column Repair Status 

We’re still working on getting a schedule from Julius on this project and it’s been asked that we determine whether his is licensed. Also, Jessica and Jeff will provide a contact number for another potential contractor from whom we’ll seek an estimate.

· York Court Property Update: #3 Court 1
This property sale price has been reduced and several interested parties have contacted Phil with questions regarding the courts and this property. 
· York Road Name Extension Project: Status Review
Since the YRP has deemed this to NOT be a specific project for the partnership as it was originally intended and the Pen Lucy Assoc has chosen to NOT support this effort at this time, the project has been put on ‘hold’. All related property ownership information is being retained in case interest is reinitiated in the future.

· MTA – Bus Stop at Court 1
The bus stop has been moved north to the center of court #1. The MTA reps with whom we met were not notified of this move and had no details regarding this decision. Our interest is to determine whether this new location is merely temporary  and that it will be moved a short distance further north and just pass the alley. MTA reps are expected to respond with this information.

New Business
· GA Dues and Security Service

Cathy Boyne expects to have these out to us by the end of the week and we should expect to receive them just after Memorial Day. Details regarding the GSP will be included in the mailing.

· Guilford Reservoir – smell in tap water

The GR was drained for repairs to leaks and we’ve been getting our water from 2 other reservoirs. Although Lake Montebello resources indicated there is a higher level of algae at these water sources, they are confident the treatment that occurs is sufficient to prevent any issues at our homes.

· Court #1 Tree Replacement
Soil tests were performed at the center of court #1 where we’ve lost two evergreens that were previously planted by the residents. (This is the center tree which is lighted for the holiday season.) The results of the soil analysis are ‘in’ and the soil is deemed appropriate for planting. Colleen of #36 (landscape architect) will be asked to review the results and provide a perspective. A new evergreen will be purchased and we are accepting donations toward this effort. Cost comparisons are being performed and we hope to have prices available shortly. Bartlett Tree Company will be handling tree maintenance in our courts and will provide their services in planting the tree that we purchase.
· Court #3 Hedge Damage & Tree Request
We’re waiting for feedback from Greenfield regarding the recent event where their maintenance crew mowed through the hedges and destroyed plantings in a flower bed. This has occurred two times in a row and our hopes are that they’ll replace the damaged hedges promptly.

· Tulip Planting at York Courts Proposal – who?
Attendees have agreed to dig and collect tulips for the courts. Approval has been provided that these can be obtained without charge. We’ll dig them up the morning of May 27th and coordinate a planting effort in conjunction with the annual tulip bulb planting at Sherwood Gardens.
· Annual Flea Market and Crafts Fair –Saturday, July 8th?

We will host the annual flea market and crafts fair with volunteers including: Laura Amos, Jessica Kim, Sharon Halm, Phil Reely and Michael Bracey. Others are encouraged to volunteer. Spaces will be offered to non-residents for a $7.50 fee which will be used for court enhancements and typical annual expenses. We will attempt to get tables from St. Mary’s Church which are much lighter than those used last year and we’ll pursue using kids from CARES as we did last year. Hopes are to have music provided in court #3 as we did last year. A bake table and beverages will be sold this year due to very low sales of food from last year.
· GHCC Grant Proposal – Balustrade Replacements and Restorations
GHCC is formulating details and proposal regarding a grant for the courts to fund balastrade restorations and replacements. A questionnaire will be sent to each resident to inquire of your support and interest in participating with this project. Please fill out the questionnaire and return it promptly so that we can find out whether this is a project that can be supported for ALL our residents and property owners. Hopes are for a 100% grant but it may be a percentage type situation.
